Who you are? 

This italian peace mission is composed by: - representatives of the Italian office of the International Peace Bureau which is the oldest and widest peace federation in the world with the fist commitment is to channel the voice of Civil Society inside the United Nations. Other commitment are Peace Education, Disarmament, etc. - representatives of mayors of Italian cities who are members of the Mayors for Peace campaign (Marzabotto, Cormons, Mazzarino, Florence). Mayors who represent Civil Society. 

Why you came in Iraq? 

The main goal of this mission was to inform and we thank very much all the Iraqui and Italian jounalists, the local televisions, over all Al Jazeera which is one of the most seen television in our countries to have helped us in showing to everybody in our and your country in all the world that those that say that east and west countries are in contrast ARE WRONG. Are wrong those that say that east and west culture cannot live peacefully together. They ARE WRONG. We went in shools, hospitals, villages with the people, among the people to testify that Civil Society wants peace and can work together for peace. In the villages I meet mothers like me and I had with me my son Gianandrea. 

Why you came in Halabja? 

In all the Iraqi territory you have one single Mayour that some time ago decided to join the Mayor for Peace big family - he is the Mayor of Halabja. When he invited us to attend the memorial cerimony to commemorate all those citizens killed by the use of bio-chemical weapons in 1988 we decided to accept tho show in concret that we all are part of the same big peace project, that we are firends and we are sharing the suffering of the Halabja people.

You sign a document yesterday at the Parliament? 

Yesterday we have signed an important statement with the President of the Kurdish Assembly and we would like to extend its contents to the wole Irak. this statement will be sent in the next days: - to the UN S.G. Kofi Annan - to the Italian and Iraqi Presidents of the republic - to the President of the Mayor for Peace campaign Akiba Tadatoshi in Hiroshima - to the President of the International Peace Bureau Cora Weiss in New York - to all the Mayors composing the Mayors for Peace big family all around the world. 

What is the Mayor for Peace campaign? 

Mayor for Peace are mayors (more than 2000 all around the world) that have accepted not only to administrate and represent their citizens BUT they have accepted the commitment to protect them. Protect them from th treath of nuclear and bil-chemical weapons. Those orrible weapons known as MASS DISTRUCTION WAPONS. 

The role of local institutions in the promotion of the MfP?

 The promotion of MfP is very important to let the voice of Civil Society to be heard. Local institutions are very important in the promotion of the MfP in all Iraqi territory to have all the Iraqi Mayors united together with the Italian Mayors and the others mayors for peace in the rest of the world for the promotion of peace.
